Meeting Minutes 
November 5, 2025

Call to Order: - The meeting was called to order by President Alberta Doerr at 5:17 pm. This meeting was held in person at the library.  The roll call was taken by Olivia Bradley, confirming that enough members were present to hold meeting.
Secretary Report: Minutes were printed out for the members and read at the meeting. Amanda Austin made a motion to approve the minutes, with Mary Ann Patton making a second. All were in favor. Motion was carried out and meeting minutes were approved. 
Treasurer’s Report:  A complete treasurer’s report was attached to the meeting minutes to itemize all income and expenses up to the current date. The checking acct has a balance of $34,081.99, Savings acct balance of $3,620.24, and the one combined CD $15,792.72. We just renewed it for 9 months at 3.75% and the maturity date will be April 21, 2026. The balances of the grant accounts are as follows: Technology Grant $5,045.43 and Library Construction Grant $0.50. The treasurer’s report had a motion to approve by Olivia Bradley, with Randi Vickery making a second. 
Discussion was brought up by Olivia Bradley that since we have so much in our checking account, it wouldn’t hurt to do another CD to earn a little more short term. It was agreed to do a 6 month CD at 3.75% at Legence Bank. We will take $14,000.00 out of the checking to open it. Olivia will give the minutes to the bank after completed to get this taken care of. Julie brought up that we still have some things at the library that need to be done. We asked her to get a list together so that we can review and see what we can do. A couple of things were new shelving, and a storywalk. She also mentioned carpet cleaning, and Olivia Bradley has a contact we can see about a quote. This will be done after Christmas break when the traffic is down at the library. Amanda Austin made a motion to approve, with Mary Ann Patton making a second. All were in favor. 
Librarian Report:  The librarian report was printed by Julie Robbins to be reviewed at the meeting. Included were the circulation stats for September and also included stats for the new Libby program.  A breakdown of October programs and attendance was given. Julie also provided with the website views of 3,460 for the month of October. We are getting some good traffic. We did have the fundraiser but still very good to see. 
November and December programs were listed, and we will do pre-signups again online for the SOS gingerbread houses. We have plenty of these for the 2025 event. 
Julie applied for a $250 credit for the iRead 2026 summer program. This is one out of 14 awarded. This will begin in January. 
Old Business: 
Mary Ann and Randi will come up tomorrow to work on the Quickbooks. Jennifer from Botsch and Associates has been helping them and remoting in to do so. 
Chicken and dumpling dinner was a great success, we went over what our expenses were and what we made profit. Definitely need to think about doing annually.  
We will also do a Christmas raffle with a grinch basket for the kids and a cookie jar and candy dish for the adults. Randi showed us what she had and we agreed to get candy for the dish along with a basket for all of it to raffle together. 
New Business: 
Julie brought up some concerns that have been raised with the 24/7 access/usage of the wifi. It has become a problem that keeps occurring. It was agreed by the board to set some limits for the access. This will be from 10pm-5am, that it will not be shut down to use. We will also approve for Julie to purchase whatever she needs to do so. Motion was made by Amanda Austin, with a second from Mary Ann. All were in favor. This will go into effect immediately and will be subject to change with certain circumstances. 
The Truth in Taxation is something that Julie has talked with Lori Hise about, there will be more to come on this as it is more than just raising the levy since we are already at our maximum rate. We will have to look into how to calculate an increase. 
Julie brought up that some other libraries utilize the movie licensing to offer this to the community. It is $340 a year to access. We agreed to try it but also would be nice if could use for this December for Christmas break. She is going to check on it. Olivia made a motion to approve, with Mary Ann a second. All were in favor.  
Everyone signed cards for Ashley Barnes for the passing of her dad, and the Fire Dept, Butch Brazier, and Jamie Rider for their help with the library and fundraising events. We will also bake items to take to the next Fire Department meeting on November 19. 
With Christmas coming up, we wanted to give a thank you to those that have helped the library and also to Julie for her hard work throughout the year. We voted to give Julie both $150, Billy $100, and then $75 to Jamie Rider. Randi Vickery made a motion with Mary Ann Patton making a second. All were in favor.
The next library meeting will be on Tuesday, January 13, 2025, at 5:15 pm. We will not have a meeting in December. 
Motion to adjourn was made by Olivia Bradley, with a second made by Mary Ann Patton. The meeting was adjourned at 6:57 pm.
